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What is Tapestry Crochet? Tapestry crochet is basic crochet
stitches with the use of more than one color

T If you know how to crochet and can do a basic single
crochet and change colors than you already know the
basics of tapestry crochet.

f Unlike in Intarsia (currently popular with graphghans)
our additional color or colors is carried along while
you make your stitches.

 The color you are not using stays hidden on the inside
of those stitches, until you want to switch colors.

Basic Single Crochet: Insert hook in indicated stitch, yarn

over,

pull up loop, yarn over, pull through both loops.

Color changes: Continue with your Basic Single Crochet
working up until the stitch before your color change,
insert hook in indicated stitch, yarn over, pull up

loop,

STOP HERE, this is where the new color comes in.

You will then use the new color to pull through both
loops, finishing this stitch and then beginning the next
single crochet with the new color.

Special Pattern Notes:

Entire pattern is worked in a continuous spiral
until the last row.

To keep track of progress use a stitch marker at
the beginning of each row.

You will carry the yarn you are not using
throughout the pattern.

Be mindful of tension when starting new colors,
pulling them to tight will cause puckering in your
finished piece. Leaving them to loose will cause
them to peak out a bit more on the wrong side.

I begin with a Magic Circle; however you can use
the chain 3 method if it is more comfortable to
you.

I will write out the rows with color changes as
such: 5w, 4b, 3w (This will indicate the amount of
stitches in each color. 5 white, 4 black, 3 white)
You can also refer to graphed images at bottom of
each pattern for color changes. You will need to
turn page with graphs to read them correctly. You
will read the graph from bottom right to left. You
will be going from 90-0 vs. 0-90 in a continuous
spiral.

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Finishing Notes:

f Weave in all ends and shape bowl/basket with hand. The
dense fabric that you create by carrying the yarn

throughout your project really helps your bowl/basket
to keep its shape.
